Rules and Dress Code

All Mach Hach Ba’Aretz participants and parents MUST read the following, sign below and send back to Bnei Akiva of US and Canada:

RULES:
· Possession of or engaging in, any drugs, alcohol or smoking related activities are forbidden.  Any applicant that has undergone treatment or has been involved in any incident relating to these issues in the past is required to report the situation in writing to the director before acceptance to the program. 

· At no time may any participant leave the program without authorization from the head counselor. 

Violation of the above mentioned rules is grounds for AUTOMATIC expulsion from the program.

Failure to abide by any of the following rules and regulations of Mach Hach Ba’Aretz could be grounds for removal from the program.  Should a participant be removed for failure to comply with our rules (or for any other reason) all subsequent accommodations, transportation and costs will be at the parent’s expense and no Mach Hach tuition will be reimbursed.  
· The Mach Hach Ba’Aretz program is structured around the strict observance of Halacha.  Tefillat Shacharit, Mincha and Arvit, and, Shiurim are all mandatory, as well as all other forms of Halacha, including, Kashrut and Shabbat observance. 
· Boys and girls are not allowed in each other’s rooms at any time.  All participants are expected to conform to the Halachic norms governing relations between men and women (Negiah, Yichud, Tzniut/ Dress code etc.) For further clarification on the dress code requirements, please see below.
· Piercing of any form, dying of hair and henna or other tattoos during the Mach Hach program is forbidden.
· Participants’ punctual attendance is required to all Mach Hach Ba’Aretz activities.  No part of the program is optional.  
· All participants are expected to possess respectful, cooperative and modest Halachic behavior as well as appropriate language at all times.  All participants are expected to cooperate with, listen to and respect all staff members.  No aggressive, abusive, or offensive behavior, either physical or verbal, towards other campers or staff members will be tolerated.

DRESS CODE

Please Note: The dress code is based upon principles of Halachic and Tzniut.  Everyone is required to conform to the dress code.  Participants who bring clothing that is not appropriate will be asked to purchase new clothing at their own expense in Israel.  Any clothing that does not conform to the Mach Hach Ba’Aretz dress code will be stored for the participant and returned at the end of the summer.

Boys:
· A shirt, Tzizit, and a Kipah must be worn at all times.  

· No tank tops are permitted at any time. 

· Shorts must reach at least to the mid-thigh, and cover the body modestly.  

· Undershirts may not be worn as T-shirts.  

· Earrings or body piercing of any type are not permitted.  

Girls:  

· 3/4 pants or skirts that fully cover the knee while sitting or standing may be worn.

· Shirt sleeves MUST reach half way between the shoulder and elbow.
· Shirt must also overlap with waistline of skirt/pants.  

· Skirt slits may not extend above the knee, sitting or standing.  
· For water hikes only boy’s gym/mesh shorts may be worn.

· The following are NOT permitted and should not be packed:

· Shorts, tight fitting skirts, tight fitting pants, and mini-skirts.

· Tank-tops, low cut blouses, tight fitting shirts, sleeveless shirts, capped sleeves, and shirts that reveal the midriff.
· Leggings, tight yoga pants, and ¾ tights can only be worn under appropriate attire.
· Bikinis
