Application Process

Moshava Ba’ir will begin processing applications for summer 2012 on August 22, 2011, the
Monday after the 2011 camping season ends. Applications may be sent into our winter office
(the address can be found on the application), or dropped off at our summer office until August
19. You may find an application form on our website. To have an application mailed or e-mailed
to your home, please contact our business office at (212) 465-9635 or email
moshavabair@bneiakiva.org .

Campers will be accepted into Moshava Ba’ir on a first come, first served basis based on the
post-marked envelope the application for registration arrives in or date of hand-delivery. If
multiple applications for limited spots arrive in the same time period, spots will be allocated by
lottery as necessary. No application will be accepted or processed without a $400 non-
refundable deposit per child. Deposits will be returned if we cannot offer your child a spot in
camp. Please make payment by check, addressed to Bnei Akiva of the US & Canada. Moshava
Ba’ir does not accept credit card payments.

Space in the program will be held for returning campers until October 6, 2011. Priority will be
given to siblings of returning campers as well until that point. We will be unable to inform any
new campers of acceptance before that point. After October 6, we will not offer priority to
returning campers. New camper applications will be informed of application status shortly after
Sukkot.

Fees and Discounts

We are happy to announce, especially in light of the economic climate, that tuition cost at
Moshava Ba’ir will not be increased for summer 2011.

We are pleased to inform you that in light of the community-driven values of our camp,
Moshava Ba’ir has a no-tipping policy. This policy exists across the board at Bnei Akiva
programs, and reflects our efforts to keep costs down for parents, to create an equitable work
environment for all staff, to maintain a sense of camp as community rather than service
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economy, and perhaps most important, to distance socio-economics from the care that each
individual child receives. If you are interested in showing appreciation to camp, we welcome
gifts to our Scholarship Fund at any point.

Camp lunch is available for an additional $35 per week per child. You may sigh up week by
week. Moshava Ba’ir camp is nut-free.

Transportation will be provided for an additional $75 per week per child from NJ (Teaneck,
Bergenfield, New Milford, Englewood, and Tenafly) and $100 per week from NYC (UWS and
Riverdale depending on interest). Depending on demand, transportation may be available from
other communities as well. In most cases, transportation will be provided on air conditioned
mini buses (20-30 passenger) and with door-to-door stops, but this is not guaranteed.

Early Bird Discount: for applications with deposits received before November 1, 2011, a
$100 discount will be applied toward an 8 week tuition, $75 toward a 6 week tuition, and $50
toward a 4 week tuition.

Second Child Discount: A $160 second child discount will be applied toward an 8 week tuition,
$120 of a 6 week tuition, S80 off a 4 week tuition.

Third Child Discount: A $250 third child discount will be applied toward an 8 week tuition, $185
off a 6 week tuition and $125 of a 4 week tuition).
